Department of Labor / Wage & Hour Division 
To Visit Maryville Employers this Summer

United States Department of Labor Wage and Hour 
Division  Investigators  Michelle  Bird  and  Grant 
Wallace recently paid a visit  to the Chamber and 
asked  that  we  share  some  information  about 
planned visits to area employers scheduled for this 
summer, in July or August.  In general, these visits 
are not the results of complaints.  Investigators will 
be focusing on compliance with the minimum wage 
(including  tipped  staff),  child  labor  rules,  and 
overtime premium pay.  

The  Chamber  is  happy  to  relay  this  information  as  a  service  to  our 
members,  but  cannot  give  specific  advice  on  labor  law.   If  you  have 
questions about site visits and the relevant regulations, please check out 
Fact Sheet #44, published by the U.S. Department of Labor.
